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The Hanover County Sheriff’'s Office is seeking the community’s
assistance in identifying a suspect involved in a break-in to a
convenience store.

At approximately 4:30 a.m. today, an unknown suspect broke into the
Shell Food Mart located at 10114 Lewistown Road and stole an undisclosed
amount of cash from the register, as well as several packs of cigarettes. At the
time of the break-in, the business was closed. Additionally, no one was injured
during this incident.

Based upon evidence at the scene, it is believed that the suspect gained
entry into the business by prying through the rooftop. A video of this incident
was obtained from the store’s security cameras, which shows the suspect
stealing the listed items. The video also shows a newer model white sedan with
a sunroof, possibly a Toyota, in front of the store, which is thought to be
involved in this incident.

The suspect is a black male, twenty to thirty years of age, of average
height and weight, wearing a tan or gray hooded sweatshirt, a black jacket, dark
colored jeans, and white athletic shoes.
