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Arrest Made in a Series of Residential Break-Ins  

The Hanover County Sheriff’s Office has made an arrest in connection to a series 
of recent residential break-ins.  Jordan L. Mantlo, a 23-year-old white male of the 7400 
block of Ridge View Road in Mechanicsville, was arrested on eleven felony charges 
stemming from these incidents to include breaking and entering and grand larceny.  
Mantlo is currently incarcerated at the Henrico County Jail.  

Mantlo has been linked to five daytime residential break-ins in the Mechanicsville 
area that occurred between March 23 and April 2, 2011.  Mantlo was arrested on April 
3, 2011 in 7300 block of Sandy Lane in Mechanicsville on unrelated warrants from 
Hanover, Henrico, Richmond, and Chesterfield.  Subsequent to that arrest, Investigators 

have been able to link several daytime residential burglaries to Mantlo.   

Investigators continue to work additional leads and share information with other 

jurisdictions to determine the extent of Mantlo’s criminal activity. 
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
