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Several convenience stores in the western Hanover area have been
burglarized recently, the latest being April 21%, 2005.

Unknown suspects have stolen money or merchandise from Verbeeks
Convenience Store in Bumpass (Formerly Ed’s Convenience Store),
Goodway in Montpelier, the Quikstop in Beaverdam, Elk Creek in Louisa,
the “Barn” in Spotsylvania and the Caroline Market (Moore’s Grocery) over
the last two months.

General Items stolen are cigarettes and easily accessible monies such as
coins and bills from the register.

The Hanover Sheriff’s Office is asking for assistance in solving these cases.
