3.  No change, extension of time, alteration or addition to work to be performed or to the plans and specifications relating to the same, shall in any way affect our obligations under this Letter of Credit and we waive notice of any such change, extension of time, alteration, or addition.

4.  If the issuer of this Letter of Credit becomes critically undercapitalized, as defined in the Code of Federal Regulations, or insolvent, as defined in any applicable federal or State statute or regulation, the County shall be immediately entitled to draw on this Letter of Credit. In such event, you may draw on this Letter of Credit by means of your written demand on us, accompanied by a statement of an official of Hanover County that “the issuer of the Letter of Credit has become critically undercapitalized, as defined in the Code of Federal Regulations, or insolvent, as defined in any applicable federal or State statute or regulation.”
